Start with vamp- hold pa’u with both hands
Step to back right with right foot, step left next to right

Step left foot to the front again, bring right to front and turn to the left

Step to back left with left foot, step right next to left

Step right foot to the front again, bring left to front and turn to the front

Onaona `o Punalu`u 
Right Kaholo-hands by nose, right over left, sniff and bring up to right side (two o’clock), palms towards the back
Left Kaholo-keep right hand up, move left hand down to mid-waist (four o’clock)
Sweet i ka lilia 
2 full uwehe-hands palms down on right waist side (five o’clock), flip hands over and make pua

Full hela-slighty raise pua about a foot

Ke `ala o ka hinano 
Right kaholo-left hand up in air (twelve o’clock), palm towards the back, right hand from nose then sweep out (three o’clock)
Left lele uwehe-bring both hands up to left side (ten o’clock), palms towards the front, then on “hinano” uwehe and make pua 

Ho`ohenoheno i ka poli 
Ami ka’apuni (around the island)-left kaholo hand, right arm is out (three o’clock), then whilst turning bring it in to heart
Vamp

He nani no ka ikena 
Kaholo, start with hands on outside of body above knee, move arms up and kuhi at above knee, hips, chest, cheeks

Ke kai e nehe nei 
Kahalo to the front right in a “V” (consummate), on right side make circular ocean (paddlewheel) palms down, on the left side make waves (Beautiful Kaua’i)
Full ho’olewa-arms out in front at shoulder height, dip them then out to sides and dip

Ke kai hawanawana 
Kaholo-Left hand grabs pa’u, right hand right hand stays out to side making then comes in to make a “shh” and then back out, the count is out/in/in/out
Nanea ho`olohe aku 
½ kalakaua (like at end of na ka pueo)-hands at left ear, then go out whilst turning 180  , bring in hands to right ear and then go out, no turn
Vamp-before going into vamp, “kick” right foot over left (reverse kui moloka’i)
He beauty no ka naupaka 
Right kaholo forward towards the right, hands by sides of face, push out. No Left kaholo, make left foot a hela ‘elua, palms down, then flip hands and make pua

Pua pili kahakai 
Lele uwehe to the left, clasp hands together and straight out, then kaholo to the left and make waves. Then turn to have back facing audience, leftward kaholo hands, then with back still to audience, move arms to rightward kaholo hands
He ho`okahi no `ao`ao 
Turn to front and right kaholo, left arm grabs pa’u, right arm out in front making a slight “1”. On left kaholo right arm at side, left hand up by forehead/temple and then kuhi and bring down to waist

Ke lihilihi o ia pua 
Feet together, left hand palm down in front of waist, right arm palm down move right arm and foot to side, front, then uwehe and make pua with both hands, do same on left side
Vamp
E ho`okahi no `oe 
½ kalakaua, left hand on pa’u, right hand in front of you. Turn to right and both hands in front, then bring hands to left side whilst still turned, stay on side

Ke `ike ia Punalu`u 
Left arm is down (eight o’clock), right arm up in air (two o’clock), step right leg to side, have left leg and hand meet counteparts on right. Look at hand that is moving up, Turn rightward to get to your left side and switch arms so now right is down (eight o’clock) and left is up (two o’clock). Stay on left side with left hand on hip and right kaholo hand (½ of alawa ‘iho), then turn to front with right hand on hip and left kaholo hand
Ke ahe a ka makani 
Right kaholo and make wind twice on right, left kaholo with wind twice on left, ho’olewa, make wind once on right, once on left
He `olu`olu o ka aina 
Uwehe, hands together at waist level then move them apart to make land (like in Kipahulu)
Vamp
Ha`ina mai ka puana 
Kaholo, left hand grab pa’u, right hand to mouth then out, repeat on left side?

No Punalu`u aloha 
Kaholo, hands crossed in front then sweep back and out to sides (like beginning of Beautiful Kauai’i) then ho’o lewa with hands out to sides
Ke `ala o ka hinano 
Right kaholo-left hand up in air (twelve o’clock), palm towards the back, right hand from nose then sweep out (three o’clock)
Left lele uwehe-bring both hands up to left side (ten o’clock), palms towards the front, then on “hinano” uwehe and make pua 

Ho`ohenoheno i ka poli 
Ami ka’apuni (around the island)-left kaholo hand, right arm is out (three o’clock), then whilst turning bring it in to heart

End – Half of vamp (right side portion) then turn to front, step left foot slightly behind right foot. Left hand at side, right hand from mouth, palm towards back then out front and flip hand over drop slightly. At last strum bow head, and slightly bow body. Count to five and return to regular stance.
